5 Connect the Power Cords

1. Unlock and open the media door on the front panel.
Use the system key from the Ship Kit.

2. Use the same key to turn the system control switch to the Forced Off position.

Note: If the operating system is running, press and release the Power button for graceful
shutdown. Press and hold the Power button for five fori i power off.

3. Connect an AC power cord to each power inlet at the back of the server.

4. Connect the other end of each power cord to a grounded AC power outlet.
Use a separate circuit for each cord.

5. Attach a strain relief to each AC power cord.
Note - Each outlet must connect to a 15A circuit for North America and Japan,

and to a 10A circuit for Europe. Consult your local electrical codes for any
additional requirements.
